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The Next Step: Integrating Computers and Related Technologies into Practice. 
Over the last 10 years there have been many changes in the use of technology for learning, but not nearly as much on the part of teachers as a whole.  This article, like most others focus on the teacher’s failure to change their practices. Likewise are teaching standards, such as the 21st century skills identifying what the teacher’s should be doing as if they are a separate entity. Where are the administrative 21st century standards?    I propose that leaders of school reform for enhancing education through technology implement policies holding administrators accountable for the millions of dollars being provided for technology initiatives.  
Decade after decade school administrators and leaders continue to operate using a bottom up approach and fail to implement oversight or quality control measures. Technology investments should embrace a “business of education” philosophy and a horse before the cart concept.  As an analogy I use a business field closest in resemblance to an educational institute… a manufacturing company.  The product is the students, the machinery is the technology, and the workers are the teachers. The CEO and managers are the superintendent and principals; however, they have no responsibility in the workers use of the machinery or quality of the product.  
"Teacher pedagogical beliefs: The final frontier in our quest for technology integration?" 
Teachers’ belief systems are formed from teacher preparation training, required educational standards, and then further embedded from teaching experience.  Most teachers simply don’t know how to think outside these perimeters as to developing cirricula that encompasses 10+ standards into one project as opposed to a one-by-one approach. Many studies such as this fail to include “variables” into research findings, such as: reduction of inattentiveness by students and distraction posed by the World Wide Web.  Teachers lack training in computer class management as well as problem-solving instructional design.
